	What are the objectives?
	1. Provide aspirational and positive activities to help support young people to make positive choices and reach their potential
2. Give new options to children and young people most at risk of taking the wrong path and stop them getting involved in violence and criminal activity
3. Improve coordination and capacity of London’s youth offer so more children and young people can access services

	What are the minimum criteria for organisations?

	· Legally constituted charities (or in a consortium led by one)
· A bank account with 2 signatories
· Audited / examined accounts (for Sole or Lead applicants) for at least one year
· A proven track record as an organisation
· Able to evidence expertise and experience in project delivery
· Minimum standards of internal policies, safeguards and insurances (see Application Guidance)
· Already have, or commit to achieving, the London Youth Quality Mark
· The funding applied for cannot constitute more than 50% of your overall annual turnover

	What will it fund?
	The GLA has made clear that any Large grant applications would be expected to be from multi-borough consortia. Because of the short application time we are recommending that YHF Partners look at the Small and Medium Grants programme. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Most of the funding in the first round is targeted at preventative work with ‘at risk’ children and young people.  Funding in this second round is focussed more on CYP already in the criminal justice system. In particular, YWF wants to fund science and technology, digital projects, and work that includes and involves the families of at-risk CYP.

Applicants can apply for operational funding plus contributions to core costs, M+E activity, Marketing and Communications, project related overheads and equipment <£1k.

	What kind of activities are funded?
	Activities should contribute to some or all of the following outcomes for young people:
· Increased engagement
· Improved mental health and well-being
· Improved relationships
· Improved behaviour
· Improved attainment
· Increased employment
· Reduced Violence

	What are the funder’s priorities and interests?
	· Projects delivered by organisations ‘embedded’ within the communities they are serving
· Applicants must show how they will include young people in the design  and delivery of the project
· Some element of match funding (this is scored in the assesment)
· Parents and careers of ‘at risk’ young people being actively involved in some way 
· Explicit focus on children and young people with ‘complex needs’ will be prioritised
·  Although dependant on the applicant, the GLA would like to see a “wide range of activities proposed”
· Projects that deliver ‘at scale’ (especially for Medium size grants)

	The funder isn’t interested in:
	· ‘Pilot’ projects without prior track record
· Duplication of statutory services either lost or cut due to local government funding restrictions.
· Duplication of exisiting Young Londoners programmes
· Duplication of existing activities or initiatives going on in your area or sector ( will count against the innovation / V4M scoring)
· Capital grants projects / programmes

	What does a strong application look like?
	The application process is expected to be highly competitive. For the best chance of success, applications should aim to:
· Meet the minimum compliance criteria
· Show the organisation/s verified track record of delivery
· Evidence a strong understanding of monitoring and evaluation principles
· Combine secondary research with their own primary data to create an ‘evidence based’ case for support and a strong needs assesment
· Focus on quality of activities proposed, positioning the activites within the local context and joining up with / taking into account other services available
· Reference the MOPAC Youth Outcomes Framework 
· Have access to some Match Funding

	What is needed for the application process?
	· Registration on the Online Portal
· Complete Online Application Form
· 3 Year budget and detailed Y1 activity plan
· Audited accounts for min. 1 year
· Public Liability, Employers Liability and other relevant insurances
· Organisational chart/diagram
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
