1. Let your young people know how you plan to stay in touch over the coming weeks, with limited capacity it may be easier to stick to one channel that you know is most used, e.g. TikTok or Instagram

2. Inform young people of why social distancing is vital in saving lives during the outbreak. Perhaps share tweets or videos from artists and presenters to help spread the message, such as this one.

3. There are lots of existing resources out there already, here's a brilliant site that's bought many of them together. Click here for a library of digital tools and platforms for online learning/information sharing. Explore creating videos to run sessions or workshops; phone calls for mentoring; signpost young people to huge variety of online resources from virtual tours of museums, to World Books Online to free online exercise classes suitable for young people. Adobe is giving young people free Creative Cloud access during covid-19, Netflix is letting people watch and chat in synchronicity during self isolation and YouTube music channels will be as accessible as ever.

Google and YouTube have also created Be Internet Citizens; resources for youth workers around media literacy, digital citizenship and critical thinking and fake news to help young people to stay resilient and confident online.
